My husband’s youngest brother went to Vietnam.  He is a lifetime drug addict.

My second son was in Korea during the 80’s, and I was afraid the situation over there would break out again.  Fortunately, I got him back instead of a flag.

War damages many lives in many different ways.  The people who have their POW’S returned say there prayers were answered.

What about the families of the military men who did not survive the war?  Were their prayers not heard?  

I have to say Bush did do a good thing, and will be remembered well in history.  But his motives are not that pure.  The people, who put him in office donating millions, will now reap the contracts and make trillions.
